An Assessment and Evaluation of the National

Archery in the Schools Program

The final report of the three-phase assessmengwaaidation of NASP has been released
and can be found in its entirety on the NASP Wédy siww.archeryintheschools.org
This 2009 study is a follow-up to the 2004 evalmatbf NASP; both were conducted by
Responsive Managememiyw.responsivemanagement.com

From the Final Report:

The evaluation of the NASP and its effects on sttdé&endance and academic

achievement, as well as its effects on studenfamdy interest in archery, was

completed in three phases:

Phase I: A survey of NASP instructors regardingytbleservations and
perceptions of the effects of the NASP

Phase II: A survey of students who participatetheyNASP and students who did
not participate in the NASP

Phase Ill: An analysis of student grades to asstesent performance as it related
to NASP participation

The three-phase evaluation looked into four hypsglkecontained in the following logic
model created for the study.

Overall, the study indicates that the NASP has ntmmefits for schools. Three of the
four hypotheses are well supported, and there @siiye results regarding some
elements of the fourth hypothesis. It would appbkat the program proves its value
based simply on having the second hypothesis stgapatone. The fact that three of the
four hypotheses are supported by the data, andhit@dourth has positive results
regarding some elements, is compelling evident¢beobverall value of the program.
Furthermore, it is worth noting that the fourth btipesis was natisproved as it had
mixed results, including some quite positive restdigarding some of its aspects—
including the fact that students appear to havet@battitude about school itself.
